Service Opportunities 
 

Each service opportunity is ranked according to the required time and commitment level.  On a scale of 1 * to 
5 *****, opportunities with one * require minimal time and energy while opportunities with 5 ***** require a 
one year time commitment with a commensurate level of energy required. 
 
* Greeters 
One Sunday a month meet and greet people as they arrive at the 11 am service. 
Prerequisite: Meet with Libbie Landers to determine dates of service. 
 
* Ushers 
One Sunday a month serve as usher at the 11 am service: pass out visitor packets, collect offering, etc. 
Prerequisite: Meet with Libbie Landers to determine dates of service and receive training on duties. 
 
* Newsletter Mailing Team 
Spend three - four hours every other month helping to assemble the newsletter, to prepare it for mailing. 
Prerequisite: Notify the office know that you’re willing to help so you can be called when the date for the 
mailing team to meet has been decided. 
 
* Office Support Team 
Occasionally fill in for the Administration Team when they need telephone coverage from 10 am—4 pm 
Tuesday—Friday.  Prerequisite: Notify the office of your willingness to serve in this capacity. 
 
* 2nd Service Sound Room 
Train to substituted in  the Sound Room when needed. 
Prerequisite: Training with Chaz Barber or John Gelzer. 
 
* 1st Service Song Leader 
Serve one Sunday a month as song leader at the 9 or 11 am service.  Prerequisite:  See Chaz Barber for 
training. 
 
* Fellowship Hall Organizer 
Once each six months, clean out and straighten up the Fellowship Hall including (but not limited to) the 
cabinets and the refrigerator.  Prerequisite: Notify the office of your willingness to serve in this capacity. 
 
* Maintenance Team 
Be available to help with general building maintenance—changing light bulbs, touching up paint, etc.  
Prerequisite: Notify Paul Ruble of your willingness to serve in this capacity. 
 



** Plant Caregiver 
Water and care for plants inside church and on the front sidewalk weekly.  Prerequisite: Notify the office of 
your willingness to serve in this capacity. 
 
**Welcoming Angel  
Serve by being available after each service in the hallway to talk to new friends to the church, answer their 
questions, and give a tour of our facility, if desired. Prerequisite: Talk to Cheryl Wellington. 
 
** Silent Prayer Team 
Serve by praying for names submitted to the Prayer Box.  Prerequisites: Attend 4 of 6 Come Apart for Awhile 
classes.  Email access is needed. 
 
** Hospitality Team 
Serve at either service on Sunday: set up coffee for the 9 am service and/or be sure coffee pots are unplugged 
and cleaned up after 11 am service. Or serve at CommUnity Luncheon first Sunday of the month: assist with 
set up before and clean up after Luncheon.  Prerequisite: Discuss your willingness to serve with Michael Betz. 
 
*** Voices of Unity Choir 
Attend practice every Sunday morning from 9:45—10:30.  Perform with the choir at one service per month.  
All voices welcome, especially male.  Prerequisite: Talk to Chaz. 
 
*** Youth Education Teachers/Sponsors/Assistants 
Serve one Sunday a month as a Youth Education Teacher/Sponsor/Helper.  With two services, you can work 
with the children during one service and attend the other.   
Prerequisites:  Criminal Background Check. See Tiffany Emitt, Youth & Family Ministry Director, for other 
prerequisites. 
 
***** Chaplain 
Serve three Sundays a month after one or the other service praying for people and approximately two hours 
each month making Chaplain Wellness Calls.  Also required one two-hour meeting each month. 
Prerequisites:  Be a member of Unity Church of Knoxville and attend 4 of 6 Come Apart for Awhile classes.  
Attend one of the informational meetings held each spring regarding the training process for people wishing to 
become a chaplain. 
 
***** Trustee 
Trustees hold the spiritual vision for the church.  Attend one three-hour Trustee  meeting per month.  Serve on 
Trustee  committees as necessary.  Prerequisites:  Active participation in Unity Church of Knoxville 
community; have a background in Unity teachings; be a member of Unity Church of Knoxville; attend Sunday 
services three times a month.
